· The Demand Writing portion of the English Language Arts exam in grades 7 & 8 will be written on June 2nd, 2015 in periods 1 & 2. Those students with accommodation(s) will be able to access period 3 should extra time be needed.
· Francais (interview & listening component) in grades 7, 8, and 9 will be written prior to exams. Written component for Francais is in the exam schedule.
· AM Exams: start @ 8:30 AM 

· PM Exams: start @ 12:00 PM

· Parents may need to make alternate transportation arrangements for their son/daughter in the PM should they require more time to write. This specifically applies to students who receive some form of testing accommodation(s). 
Rules for Exams:

1. Students are expected to arrive on time and take a seat as directed by the teacher.

2. Students are not to bring into the examination room anything other than the materials they require for writing the exam. Paper will be provided. All other materials, including electronic devices, novels, etc. have to be left outside the classroom. All students are to bring their textbooks to the exam room and give them to the teacher if they have not done so already.
3. Students are not to leave the exam room for the first 60 minutes of the exam. At the expiration of sixty minutes a student may pass in the exam but they are required to leave the building unless they are attending study hall. No student can loiter around the upstairs or in the building otherwise.

4. If a student comes late to an exam, please check in at the office before proceeding to the exam room.

5. Students are not to talk in the exam room. If a student does then the supervising teacher will contact the office and the student will be removed from the exam room. The student may have his/her exam confiscated by the office and further discipline administered.

6. Students are not to pass items such as calculators, erasers, pencils, pens or paper to another student during the exam. If there is a need the student should raise his/her hand and the teacher will determine whether or not it is necessary. 

7. Students are not to leave the room to go to the washroom for the first 60 minutes if possible. If there is a need to go the washroom the teacher should contact the office and someone will escort the student to the washroom and back to class.

8. Any inappropriate behaviour in the exam room will result in the student being removed from the exam room by the administration.

9. After completion of an exam students are to either leave the building or go to study hall where they will be supervised. Note: School busses will run during the normal times. They will leave from the school at approx. 2:40 PM.
10. Students are not permitted to roam the upstairs or downstairs corridors during exams. Students are expected to go to study hall or leave the school. 

11. Students who intend on staying home during non-exam periods must have passed the signed permission slip to their homeroom teacher. Otherwise the school will be contacting the home to verify the whereabouts of students.
12. The lunchroom will be open from 11:00 – 12:00 for lunch. There is no cafeteria service so students must bring their own lunch. After that time students remaining in the school must proceed to study hall.
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
