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 Independent Study Science Program and Accelerated Math Program
Independent Study Science Program
This program is designed to meet the needs of students who are very proficient in the science program, and who will have early entry into Memorial University in Level 3 or will be able to avail of Advanced Program (AP) Science courses. In Level 1, students complete two Science courses (Biology 2201 and Chemistry 2202, or Chemistry 2202 and Physics 2204) as part of their regular schedule, and a third science course, Science 1206 through the Department of Education’s Independent Study Program.  In Level 2, students may choose to register for third level sciences in either or both of their science options from Level 1.  For example, Biology 3201, Chemistry 3202, and/or Physics 3204.  When registering for these courses, students complete public exam courses in order to prepare them for concurrent studies with Memorial University in their third year of high school  (first year Science at MUN), or elect to enrol in AP Science courses, should numbers warrant. Below are the courses offered each year in this program:

Year 1 Options
1.
Biology 2201 and Chemistry 2202 with Science 1206 (Independent Study as per DOE regulations)

2.     Chemistry 2202 and Physics 2204 with Science 1206 (Independent Study as per DOE regulations)

Year 2 Options
1.  Biology 3201 and/or Chemistry 3202 and/or Physics 2204 (Students may elect to complete any or all of these science courses)

2.  Chemistry 3202 and/or Physics 3204 and/or Biology 3201 (Students may elect to complete any or all of these science courses)

Year 3 

Students enrol for first year course at Memorial University in Science, dependent upon entrance requirements. Students will be expected to pay tuition. Students may also request AP courses in Chemistry, Psychology, Physics, and Biology which may be offered through the school if numbers warrant. 

This program is fast paced and expectations are high. However, students planning on careers in the sciences upon graduation will be well-prepared for post-secondary.
Accelerated Math Program
Students who enrol in the accelerated math program will complete two math courses during their first year, Math 1201 and Math 2200.  They complete each course in a single semester meeting twice as frequently as other double credit courses.  Once Advanced Math 2200 is completed, students may enrol in Math 3200 and in Math 3208 in years two and three respectively.  They may also elect to participate in concurrent studies in Math at MUN in their final year of high school.
